12:15 Action: West-B Passing Score Review

This item was a point of significant confusion for members of the board. Much conversation went into the work of trying to clarify policy implication associated with changing the “cut score”. There was additional confusion around the letters submitted by Frank Kline and Dennis Sterner. Primarily because the question of research was focused on original research into the TAC’s recommendation for cut scores and thus missing the intent of both letters which was to ask the question: do we have a problem with “false positive”. Are there teacher candidates passing the WEST –B that do not meet the standard of Basic Skills and if so what evidence is there to suggest that this is a problem. Dan Bishop and Corrine McGuigan offered testimony advocating that the cut scores remain at current levels to support a greater number of candidates entering the preparation process knowing that the WEST-B was designed to test basic skills of teachers entering the work force and yet successful completion is typically required as part of program admission. This provides programs the opportunity to mitigate issues associated with candidates that do not show basic skills proficiencies even though they may have passed the WEST-B (showing a false positive).

The recommendation by staff to change the cut scores to match the original recommendation of the TAC was not approved and with the intent of considering this issue again in five years as part of the typical review cycle.

Discussion occurred with no conclusions or strong points of focus on the part of the board. There is significant research still needed to determine comparable assessments that make up the competencies associated with certification/endorsements in others states. There was conversations around the potential for implementing five out of state sites for administering Washington State WEST-E assessments. This would be part of the implementation of the new WEST-E assessments and would include the five states with the typically highest number of teachers moving to Washington.
